Quality raw 4 smooth large, Red-eye off, Shoot without card off, AEB and Flash exposure
compensation 0, White balance shift 0, Color space sRGB, Picture style standard, Auto
rotate off, LCD brightness as dim as possible, Date/Time there’s no harm in making sure these
are correct, but it does not matter too much if you’re careful to note when you took the images

exposure time (shown here as “BULB.” The setting “BULB” means the exposure as an indefinite
time. You will want to use this for long exposures. For focusing, you may want to set it to take
fixed shorter lengths (e.g. 5 seconds). For anything longer than a second or two, you can always
use “BULB,” unless you care about the exact timing of the exposure.
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Figure 7: While pressing and holding the Av button just to the right of the top display, use the
same wheel to change the f-ratio. The available range is dictated by the focus. This must be done
from the display screen.

Figure 8: While in the display settings, press the ISO button on the top right of the camera. This
allows you to use the arrows to select an ISO setting.
